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Question: I’ve heard 
that, as descendents of 
wolves, dogs are pack 
animals, and I should 

treat my dog as an 
alpha wolf would 
treat a pack 
member. Is that 

true?  
 
The Trainer Answers: 
 That’s a great 
question! Let’s break 
this down into two 
pieces: (1) are dogs 
pack animals; and, (2) 
should you try to 
emulate a wolf? In this 
article, we’ll discuss 
the first part.  
 
The mitochondrial 
DNA of wolves and 
dogs only differ by 1%. 
This is closer than 
wolves are to coyotes 
or jackals, so it would 
indicate that, yes, dogs 
are descended from 
wolves.  
 
However, does this 
make dogs pack 
animals? We first need 
to understand what a 
wolf “pack” is.  Much 
of the commonly 
believed information 
about wolves and wolf 
packs is outdated 
information from 
studies conducted on 
captive wolves in the 
1950’s. With studies 

conducted on wild wolf 
populations, we now 
know that much of that 
information was not 
accurate or was 
misinterpreted, yet it 
persists as “truth” in 
our culture. A wild 
wolf “pack” is really a 
family, generally made 
up of a father, mother 
and their offspring. At 
some point, the older 
offspring venture out 
and start their own 
families. So, the 
“alpha” male and 
female are really 
“mom” and “dad.” The 
idea, then, that wolves 
are constantly fighting 
or vying for the “alpha” 
status, is untrue. The 
offspring are not trying 
to dominate or take 
over from their parents. 
Rather, when they are 
ready, they will venture 
out on their own and 
create their own 
territory and family. 
The fate of a non-
family member 
venturing into a 
family’s territory is 
another story, and 
generally is not a good 
outcome for the 
intruder. 
 
Given that wolf 
“packs” are actually 
families, the lives of 
most dogs do not allow 

them to venture out, 
select mates and start 
their own families. For 
the most part, when we 
bring a dog home, the 
dog is spayed or 
neutered and/or not 
allowed to roam freely 
to select a mate. So for 
most dogs, forming a 
traditional “pack” is not 
really possible.  
 
What if dogs were 
allowed to roam freely? 
Would they form their 
own “packs”? If you 
look at studies of feral 
dog populations around 
the world, you will find 
that they generally do 
not form solid lifelong 
“packs” but live a more 
solitary life while 
occasionally forming a 
transient pack for 
certain purposes. This 
seems to indicate that 
dogs are not quite the 
“pack” animals that we 
thought them to be. 
Perhaps they are not as 
much like today’s 
wolves as we thought, 
and perhaps using 
today’s wild wolves as 
the closest comparison 
to our dogs is not the 
best choice.  
 
The common theory for 
dog domestication for 
many years has been

Providing pets with the 
best pain control 
possible is something 
that veterinarians do on 
a daily basis.  With the 
current economy, I 
have received many 
requests to try dogs on 
aspirin instead of 
prescription 
medications due to 
expense.  I also see 
many pets that have 
been given aspirin 
prior to their 
appointment because 
the caregiver heard that 
you can give aspirin to 
dogs.  Here are the 
things that I discuss 
with clients when they 
ask me about aspirin: 
Aspirin has been 
reported to cause 
stomach and/or 
intestinal irritation and 
bleeding in almost 
100% of dogs that take 

it at the recommended 
dose 
There are many safer, 
and usually much more 
effective, pain 
medications in this 
drug class available for 
dogs, but they cannot 
be given with aspirin.  
If you give aspirin and 
it doesn’t control your 
dog’s pain, your 
veterinarian will not 
able to use any of these 
other medications for a 
period of time.  This 
may compromise your 
pet’s pain control plan 
Aspirin can interact 
with other medications 
that your pet may be 
taking 
Aspirin can decrease 
the blood’s ability to 
clot normally and can 
cause bleeding 
problems, which is 
especially concerning 
if your pet needs some 

type of surgical 
intervention (even 
veterinary dental care) 
Aspirin can be 
associated with kidney 
dysfunction and other 
adverse effects 
I would not give my 
own dog aspirin 
On a similar note, 
remember that it is 
never safe to give 
human pain 
medications to dogs 
(and one Tylenol can 
kill a cat!) 
Talk candidly about 
pain management with 
your veterinarian 
before giving aspirin, 
or any other 
medication, herb or 
supplement to your pet.  
There are so many 
other options to try!

He was 
approximately 3 years 
old when I got him from 
Bob Feathers. He had 
never raced, as he was 
so spooky that nobody 
could get close to him.  
It was like living with a 
coyote.  I called Dave 
regularly to get tips on 
how to work with 
Howdy, and all of his 
ideas worked. It took 3 
months, but with 
Dave’s help, I could

actually lay on his bed 
with him.  Once I got 
him to the point that he 
wouldn’t freak out with 
new people, Dave took 
over his fostering.  It 
didn’t take but a couple 
of weeks until Dave 
adopted Howdy and 
renamed him Sandy.  
For those of you that 
have seen Sandy, he is 
not the same dog I took 
in or gave to Dave.  He 
is now outgoing, loves 
to play, gives gentle 
kisses, and loves to be 
petted.  
 
During this time frame, 
CGA took in a group of 
challenging dogs from a 
kennel.  One of those 
dogs was a beautiful 
black boy by the call 
name of Harrigan.  
Another terrified dog 
landed in Dave’s home.  
Again, it didn’t take 
long for Harrigan to 
become a permanent 
fixture at the Greeno 

household.  His name 
became Shadow, and he 
& Sandy became best 
friends.  Of course they 
would, as they came 
from the same place and 
knew each other in their 
previous lives.   Dave 
then had 3 wonderful 
boys, that he loved with 
more passion than most 
people can comprehend.  
Later that year, Dave 
lost Smokey to cancer.  
He adopted little Hoppy 
with her health issues, 
and doted on her as he 
did Sandy & Smokey.

(Read about wolves 
being bred and raised in 
captivity for more 
about this.)  In 
Raymond and Lorna 
Coppinger’s Dogs – A 
New Understanding of 
Canine Origin, 
Behavior and 
Evolution, they discuss 
the possibility that 
some wolves became 
opportunists when 
human populations 
began to settle in 
certain areas. The 
wolves found easy food 
sources by raiding 
human dumps. As these 
wolves became less and

their “flight distance” 
decreased, which also 
caused other 
characteristics to 
change, such as the 
shape of their ears and 
their coat colors. For 
more information on 
this, try a search for 
“Belyaev’s foxes.”   
 
Is it helpful to use 
wolves as are our 
model when working 
with, trying to 
understand, and 
training dogs? I think 
we can still learn a lot 
about dogs by studying 
their wolf relatives, but 
I don’t think we can 
assume dogs are 
virtually the same as 
wolves. The dogs of 
today have a common 
ancestor with the 
wolves of today, but 
that does not make 
them wolves.
