So, while we now have lots of fosters and 

adopters ready to bring a greyhound in, we 

are still limited by how many vet 

appointments we can get, and how much time 

our Adoption Counselors and Adoption 

Coordinators have.   There are still dogs 

coming in, just not at the same pace that 

Fosters and Adopters are stepping up.   What 

a wonderful situation to be in!

A tribute to Asia 

Asia  
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Ask the trainer: Playing with the baby’s toys 

Question: How do I teach 
my dog to play with his 
toys only and leave alone 
the baby’s toys? 
 
The Trainer Answers: 

For some dogs, this will 
be a piece of cake. For 
others, as with any 
training, it will take 
significantly more 
assistance on our part. 
Start by having separate 
areas for the dog toys and 
the baby toys. This might 
be separate floors of the 
house, separate rooms, or 
separate areas within the 
same room. The farther 
apart they are to start, the 
easier it will be for most 
dogs.  When you are not 
training your dog to leave 
alone the baby toys, 
make sure that all baby 
toys are safely closed up 
away from your dog. If 
you leave the baby toy 
out on the floor when 
you leave, then it 
certainly must have been 
designated as a dog toy 
as far as your dog is 
concerned!  
 
When you are ready to 
start training, you begin 
by teaching your dog a 
"leave it" cue, which 
means, “Whatever you 
are focused on, forget 
about it and focus on 
something else.” Ensure 
you can prevent your dog 
from picking up the toy 
you want him to leave 
alone. As soon as he 

looks at it or takes a step 
in that direction (don’t 
wait for him to actually 
grab the toy!), say 
“Leave it” and 
immediately redirect him 
to an appropriate dog toy. 
Make the dog toy much 
more interesting and 
inviting to him.  He 
should be immediately 
rewarded for turning his 
attention away from the 
baby toy – in this case, 
the reward is a toy that is 
far more interesting and 
exciting.  
 
Since it’s inevitable that 
baby toys will be on the 
floor at some point, 
consider finding a way to 
more clearly identify 
which toys he is to leave 
alone. One great way to 
do this is by scenting one 
set of toys. For example, 
you might decide to scent 
all of the baby toys with 
vanilla. The scent of 
vanilla will help the dog 
to learn that ANY toy 
scented with vanilla is off 
limits. Dogs can learn to 
leave alone specific 
items, but the more 
clearly we can identify 
them for him, the easier it 
will be. He might learn to 
leave alone the toy you 
are using for training, but 
then you will need to 
train for EVERY baby 
toy you have, and for 
each new toy you bring 
home. Having a 
commonality among 

them will help your dog 
to generalize leaving all 
of them alone much more 
easily.  Since dogs use 
their olfactory senses for 
so much information, 
scenting items will 
usually be a very clear 
signal for the dogs, 
whereas having to 
differentiate by sight 
alone might be more 
difficult.  
 
With proper management 
and training, your dog 
learns to leave alone 
anything with the scent 
of vanilla (or whatever 
scent you choose) on it. 
You might need to re-
scent items periodically 
while this process is 
taking place, but 
eventually, the dog learns 
which toys to leave 
alone.  
 
During this process, you 
always redirect the dog to 
a very fun dog toy each 
time the dog shows 
interest in a baby toy. 
Just telling the dog "no" 
or "leave it" is probably 
not enough at first. If the 
dog wants to play, and 
he/she can't play with the 
baby toy, you need to 
provide an alternative. 
You want to play? Great, 
just not with this toy. 
How about this one? 
Initially, start with only 
one baby toy and one dog 
toy.

When you’re ready, bring 
out a few more baby toys 
and dog toys. Set out the 
toys, but have the dog 
toys within easier reach 
and make them more 
enticing. Encourage play 
with those. If the dog 
looks at or goes for a 
baby toy, don't scold, just 

(Continued from page 8) redirect to an appropriate 
dog toy. With repetition, 
the dog begins to leave 
alone the scented baby 
toys and always selects 
the dog toys - which are 
at first always the most 
easily accessible. Baby 
toys begin to get ignored 
because the dog never 
gets the chance to play 
with them. And the dog 

toys are always made to 
be more exciting - you 
play along, you hide 
treats under or in them, 
they are thrown or moved 
around, etc. Gradually, 
you move a baby toy in 
closer so the dog has a 
tougher choice to make, 
but you always help the 
dog to make the right 
choice.

I first met Dot (TV Dot) on 

the eighth of February last 

year, at Gunbarrel A.H.  

 

She’d had twenty teeth 

removed, yet she appeared 

stoic and strong. The vet 

had discovered five 

mammary tumors, one 

“massive” which would 

have to be removed, but in a 

week, to give Dot some 

time to recover. Pathology 

results after the second 

surgery indicated that three 

of the smaller tumors were 

cancerous, but the margins 

were clear and the prospects 

that Dot could live out the 

rest of her life cancer free 

were good.  

 

Two weeks later Dot and I 

(yes there are two “Dots” in 

our family, both lovely, but 

one is furry and the other 

not) decided to make Dot a 

member of our family, a 

decision that has proved to 

be one of the most 

rewarding we’ve ever 

made. 

 

On May 28 Dot reached the 

ripe old age of 13, and we, 

the two humans and our 

remaining greys, Sawyer, 

Roma, and Dot of course, 

plus our two fosters, Booter 

and Tacky made it a day of 

celebration! (Thirteen may 

seem unremarkable for 

greyhounds, but for two 

humans with 32 years of 

living with very short lived 

Irish Wolfhounds it is a 

wonder.) 

How do you describe Dot in 

just a few words? 

Impossible to do 

adequately, but here’s a stab 

at it: After a very successful 

racing career in Arizona she 

gave birth to 17 puppies 

divided among three litters.  

 

She has served as a 

surrogate mother to all of 

the fosters that have 

followed her and then gone 

off to homes of their own.  

 

If any of our greys could be 

rated as an “alpha”, it 

would be Dot. She was a 

best friend to our most 

beloved Star (Bwana North 

Star), an eight year old 

relinquished boy whom we 

adopted just a month before 

we adopted Dot and whose 

loss to bone cancer on the 

27th of April has laid us 

low.  

 

She is funny. She steals 

shoes, boots, sneakers, 

socks, brazenly! The sound 

of something being forcibly 

swiped, and then of Dot 

moving down the hall at 

high speed is a dead 

giveaway that Dot is 

relocating something of 

value to one of her humans.  

 

Although each of our 

hounds has a really nice 

mattress or a large pad-style 

bed, Dot’s is a very special 

multi-component bed. It’s 

comprised of a large pad 

covered with soft beach 

towels, two red cushions, 

one at the head of her pad 

and the second along one 

side, giving her an extra 

head rest plus the freedom 

to sleep comfortably in any 

orientation. And finally, we 

roll up a comforter and 

place it on the opposing 

side of her pad where it 

meets our bed to form a 

bolster. She loves her bed!  

 

There are, naturally, signs 

of aging. Her fawn coat is 

much, much whiter than 

just a year ago, and, while 

she’s still a very strong 

hiker, I’ve started cutting 

down on the length and 

severity of our walks. 

We’re hoping for a lot more 

time with Dot. 

And last of all, there’s the

Dot is thirteen 

profound lesson that Dot 

has taught me, that our 

canine friends feel deeply 

about certain things, and 

most revealing of all, that 

they can create non-verbal 

ways to communicate their 

feelings to us and, by doing 

so, demonstrate that it is 

important to them that we 

are aware of these feelings.  

 

Here’s the story: 

We have three 

large futon sofas, 

two upstairs and 

one down. Many 

of our foster 

greys and some 

of our family 

greys have found 

them very 

comfortable and 

have spent long 

hours on them, 

assuming all of 

the resting 

postures that 

greyhounds are capable of.  

But Dot had never been on 

a futon! Never! Not once! 

On February 27, I took our 

12 year old Esther, our first 

adopted greyhound, to 

Arapahoe A.H. where she 

was put to sleep. Esther had 

been ill for a year with 

lymphoma which managed 

to thicken the walls of her 

small intestine by a factor 

of five, making it 

impossible for her to 

metabolize fats and 

proteins. She became 

emaciated, almost skeletal, 

(Continued from page 9) and we had to act.  

 

All of our greys knew that 

Esther was ill, and were 

solicitous and caring, but 

none more so than Dot. 

That afternoon when I came 

home without Esther, the 

pack was clearly upset. 

Later, when I went 

downstairs to dump the 

water bowl for the last time, 

I turned to my left, and 

there was Dot, on the futon, 

but facing the “wrong way” 

so she could look directly at 

me with her big brown 

eyes, pleading silently.  

 

I knew at once that she 

wanted me to know of her 

grief. I sat with her for 

about twenty minutes and 

consoled her; told her I 

understood, and tried to tell 

her how much I appreciated 

that it was important to her 

that I be aware of her 

feelings of loss. 

 

Then, just a few weeks later 

I noticed that Star, who 

normally led on our hikes, 

was falling a bit behind, 

lining up with our older 

boy, Sawyer; then, first an 

apparent tenderness in his 

right rear foot, and then a 

limp, and then the digital X 

ray which revealed an ugly 

sarcoma swamping his right 

rear knee, plus two 

“suspicious spots” on his 

lungs.  

 

We tried an 

experimental 

chemotherapy 

protocol (4 hr. 

long, once 

monthly I.V. 

drips of 

Panidromate) 

which seemed to 

stabilize him for 

about a month, 

but after the 

second treatment 

Star was in 

terrible pain, and on Sunday 

morning, April 27th, Dot 

and I took Star to Arapahoe 

A.H. and watched him 

leave us.  

 

We came home to a repeat 

of the scene just two 

months prior. The greys 

were agitated and upset. 

And that evening, I went 

downstairs to dump the 

water for the last time, 

turned to the left without 

anticipation, and, once 

again, there was Dot, facing
