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It happened in a split 
second.  Cocoa, the 
Labradoodle jumped 
over a relative’s fence 
in Thornton and was 
gone.   
  
Why, you ask?  Well 
Cocoa has been a 
special dog since 
birth.  From the time he 
was a wee pup, he 
wanted to be with 
humans over his 
brothers and 
sisters.   Because of his 
strong attachment to 
humans, Cocoa found 
his way to the Davis 
family, who was in need 
of a service 
dog.  Within the 1st day 
Cocoa and Skyler were 
inseparable.  They did 
everything together.  

Cocoa was smart & 
trained in record time.  
Cocoa helps Skyler, not 
only with his epilepsy 
and diabetes, but his 
autism.  Cocoa is only 3 
years old and provided 
a lot of support for 
Skyler and comfort for 
the entire Davis family.   
Usually Cocoa traveled 
with the family.  But, 
this time they were 
planning a short trip to a 
family adventure park 
in Florida and they did 
not allow service dogs 
on the rides.  So that is 
how Cocoa came to be 
in and out of that 
relative’s back yard in 
that split second.  Cocoa 
wanted to be with 
Skyler and the rest of 
his family and he was 

going to get back to 
them one way or 
another.   
 
Sandra had been out 
of town for almost a 
week and had no idea 
that the Davis family, 
animal control, 
friends, neighbors 
and even the news 
crews were frantically 
searching for Cocoa.  
Everyone, but Sandra, 
knew he was missing.  
He had been spotted 
several times, but 
always ran away when 
approached.  So, when 
Sandra found a sad, 
tired, confused dog in 
the yard of the dogs she 
checks on, she simply 
thought that it was just 
an ordinary lost dog.   

The call placed to the 
owners brought them 
running to be reunited 
with Cocoa.  Why the 
joy and happiness was 
so great, it was better 
than Christmas!   
Sandra quickly learned 
that Cocoa was not an 
ordinary dog.   
 
Cocoa was dehydrated, 
had sores on his paws,

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Question:  
We should have named 
our dog Houdini, as he 
is a master escape 
artist. How can we 
prevent him from 
escaping from our 
backyard any chance he 
gets? 
 
The Trainer Answers:  
The first step is to make 
sure he doesn’t get any 
chances to escape! 
While it would be nice 
to be able to leave your 
dog out in the backyard 
to entertain himself, 
clearly he finds ways to 
entertain himself that 
are unacceptable. For 
now, he cannot be 
trusted in the backyard 
alone. Go out in the 
backyard with him for 
now, and keep him on 
leash if he will still 
escape even with you 
there.  
 
Next, let’s look at 
WHY he is escaping 
the yard. When and 
how often does he 
escape from the back 
yard? Is it only when 
he’s alone? Is it every 
time he’s alone? Is it 
only at certain times of 
the day or after certain 
periods of time? What 
does he do once he’s 
out? Does he go 
exploring the 

neighborhood? Does he 
seek out other dogs or 
people? Does he go to 
your front door and 
wait for you? The 
answers to these 
questions will help us 
to understand why he is 
escaping, so that we 
can address the 
underlying issue.   
 
Many dogs escape 
because they are bored 
in the backyard and are 
looking for something 
fun to do. If this is the 
case, we need to make 
sure the dog is 
receiving plenty of 
physical and mental 
stimulation so that he 
has plenty of 
appropriate outlets for 
his energy. Having toys 
lying around the 
backyard might be 
enough for some dogs, 
but for others, you will 
need to provide more 
entertainment. Spend 
time out in the 
backyard training and 
playing with your dog. 
Create fun games for 
your dog to play with 
or without you, such as 
the “find it” game (you 
can hide treats, toys, 
people or anything else 
your dog is willing to 
look for), fetch, chase, 
amateur agility (use 
household objects to 

create your own agility 
course), or other games. 
If your dog is getting 
plenty of exercise, 
attention and activities 
in his own backyard, he 
will be less likely to 
look for fun elsewhere.  
 
I also see dogs who 
escape because they are 
social dogs who never 
get outside their own 
backyard unless they go 
on their own. If your 
dog is running off to 
find other dogs to play 
with or to visit your 
neighbors, then try 
taking your dog for 
more walks and give 
him more opportunities 
to visit with other 
people and/or dogs. 
Sign up for a training 
class. Create a 
neighborhood walking 
group. Schedule play 
dates. Look into dog 
daycare. Visit the dog 
park (only once you’ve 
determined it’s safe 
based on the dogs and 
people who frequent 
the park in your area).  
 
I’ve also seen dogs who 
escape the backyard 
only to go sit at the 
front door waiting for 
someone to let them in. 
These are dogs who 
don’t want to escape;

escape is to eliminate 
the reason for wanting 
to escape in the first 
place. If the dog really 
WANTS to be there, 
then the security of the 
fence would be 
irrelevant!
